Y el éPor qué conmemoramos?, cuya tematica sobre los dias
festivos le valid un Emmy en la categoria Informativo/Instruccional, siendo su primera
produccioén televisiva.

And two series of documentaries produced for the
Puerto Rico Public Broadcasting Corporation (WIPR). His first TV series based on
historical events titled ¢Por qué conmemoramos? which garnered him an Emmy in the
Instructional/Informative category and recently nominated this year as an editor. And
“Soy de una raza pura”, a short films collection about puertorican black’s community
contribution.
